Contract proposal forms are being sent out to all local lodge recording secretaries, chief stewards, grievance

committees and stewards to be disbursed throughout the membership.  The following is the procedure for comple-

tion and submission of contract proposals.

• Obtain a "Standard Form" from an ASA IAM representative for your contract or the local lodge

recording secretary.  This form is the ONLY form that can be used for submitting contract pro-

posals—it cannot be duplicated.

• Only one proposal (one subject) is allowed on each form.

• All sections must be completed in full: subject, article, paragraph, page number, proposed change

and intent; plus the member's signature, employee/clock number, station location and date.

• The member MUST sign his/her proposal and MUST include employee/clock number.

• Submit the completed "Standard Form" to a steward, grievance committee member or local lodge

recording secretary.

• At a regular or special meeting of the local lodge, all proposals are open for debate and amend-

ments. Check with your local lodge for date and time of the meeting.

• The recording secretary of your local lodge submits to District 143 those proposals approved by a

majority of the local lodge members.  Final date for receipt of proposals by District 143 is October

30, 2009.  All proposals must be signed by the recording secretary and have the local lodge seal

affixed to each form.

• Contract proposals are NOT accepted in the District 143 office from individual members, griev-

ance committee members or stewards—only from the local lodge recording secretary.

• If the above procedures are not followed, the contract proposals will not be accepted.

Upon receipt of the proposals from the local lodges, District 143 assembles like proposals for discussion at the

District 143 Alaska Airline Contract Proposal Conference.
